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Description
An acrylic, rustic Tuscan matte Venetian plaster finish.

Recommended Use
Interior commercial, hospitality and residential applications requiring dramatic low gloss accents.

Colors
All custom; no limitations.

Packaging
1 gallon pail: 10 lbs. net, 10.7 lbs. gross; 5 gallon pail: 56 lbs. net, 58.8 lbs. gross

Approximate Coverage
300-350 ft² per 5 gallon bucket.

Equipment
Stainless steel trowel with rounded corners and beveled edges; flexible metallic spatula; sandpaper #100.

Surface Preparation
Surfaces must be smooth, clean, dry and paint ready. Refer to application instructions for Corevmix. 

Application Instructions
Using the specified trowel, apply the first layer using short strokes and irregular patterns. Avoid material 
buildup. The largest aggregate in the coating determines the thickness of each coat. Allow the first coat to 
dry 8 hours. Apply a second coat in the same manner and allow to set for 10-15 minutes, depending on room 
temperature and humidity. To achieve the desired gloss and mottled appearance, repeatedly press down and 
slide the trowel edge over the surface of the final coat, holding a 5-10° angle to the surface. For light colors, 
use an acrylic float instead of a stainless steel trowel. Do not over-polish. Use PermaWax in areas where 
exposure to water splash or staining is expected. Review application instructions for PermaWax.

Properties
Initial set in 1-2 hours, dry in 72 hours, full cure in 30 to 60 days, at 70°F and 50% RH.

Benefits
Water based; integral color; environmentally safe; vapor permeable; highly mildew resistant; scratch and 
abrasion resistant.

Limitations
Patching limitations standard to applied coatings; skilled application required; not compatible with solvents; 
apply in temperatures between 60°F and 85°F; protect face and eyes; use in well ventilated areas; for use on 
interior wall and ceiling surfaces only.

Maintenance
To clean, use a medium bristle brush or damp cloth and a mild soap and water solution.

Warranty
10 years material warranty against delamination, color fading and mildew growth.
